Railroad Track Mile Project

for reporting the Railroad Track Miles to the Department of Revenue (DOR). This strategy did not al-
low for an efficient procedure to document the annual changes in municipal annexations that affect
the apportioning of those track miles per municipality.

This project began by comparing previously acquired planimetric line features with aerial imagery
flown in 2010. Layers were created to document those tracks that had been removed since the initial

added since. By panning along the line features, OCPA was able to generate an accurate account of
the total current track miles in Orange County.

Next, each operating railroad company was determined, and their tracks were attributed accordingly.
Two Exempt Operators exist in Orange County: The Orlando Utilities Commission has track that is a spur
from the CSX mainline that runs to the Stanton Energy Plant; And the United States Air Force has a spur
that accessed the former McCoy Air Force Base, now Orlando International Airport. The other two Opera-
tors are CSX and Florida Central Railroad.
